Work schedule will vary week to week depending on the needs of the
museum. Most programs will occur on Monday - Friday between 8:00am-2:00pm. In addition
to leading the programs, museum educators will assist with other education activities and
events on weekends and evenings both onsite and offsite in the local community.

e Lead tours for community groups and college courses
e Usejudgment, presentation, communication, and classroom management skills to
ensure the best possible learning environment for participants
e Assist with museum education activities and events onsite and in the local community
e Provide a positive museum experience for all visitors
e Attend on-going training sessions when new programs and/or exhibits are developed
e Other duties as assigned
